The Saskatchewan Instructional Development and
Research Unit (SIDRU) is a provincial educational
research unit located in the Faculty of Education at the
University of Regina. Established in 1985, SIDRU’s
original mandate was to conduct research and promote
instructional development associated with the curriculum
reform launched by the Department of Education at that
time (the Directions report and the establishment of CORE
Curriculum). In this role, SIDRU served as a focal point in
the province for improving the quality of instruction through
the development and publication of several important
monograph series (some with SPDU), such as, the
Instructional Strategies Series and the Diversity Series.

Over time, the mandate has broadened. In 2002 SIDRU
launched the ‘New SIDRU'’ in recognition of the broadened
mandate that had evolved, especially by virtue of the Unit's
involvement with the Task Force and Public Dialogue on
the Role of the School (1999-2000). Currently, the broad
array of SIDRU projects includes: program evaluation;
program development; Information Communication
Technology (ICT) and education; northern and Aboriginal
education; and interagency collaboration. Not surprisingly,
this range of projects has entailed a wide variety of
educational and noneducational partners, both within and
beyond the province’s boundaries.

The diversity of projects in other areas is also
impressive. | note, for example, projects such as
the “Regina Community Plan (Phase 3),” which is
a study of homelessness sponsored by the City of
Regina, and the study of Core French Programs
being undertaken by SIDRU on behalf of the Bac
Program (by Bev Anderson and Dr. Bernard
Laplante). | am also pleased to see evidence of
SIDRU’s on-going partnership with CeNRGe (the
Centre for Northern Research and Graduate
Studies Education), a unit that is based at
NORTEP in La Ronge. The two SIDRU projects
that have emerged from this partnership - the
“NORTEP/PAC Impact Study” and the writing of a
“Project Support and Feasibility Study” - are
intended to support NORTEP’s efforts to obtain
approval for planning a new building.

| am, of course, gratified to see the continuing
collaboration with another major partner, SIAST,
in the delivery of their Faculty Certificate
Program. | understand that this summer the first
graduates will qualify for the FCP Certificate. All
new hires at SIAST enrol in this visionary
certificate program designed to strengthen and
improve all areas of teaching at the Institute.

Meanwhile, as Dean, | am grateful for the
excellent work on a wide array of “special
projects” which SIDRU has provided for our
Faculty of Education. These include support for
conference planning, the development of a most
attractive and informative Newsletter; as well as
the provision of editorial support for the academic
journal, Policy and Practice in Education.

Finally, | want to extend my thanks and sincere
appreciation to the SIDRU staff who have
rendered such excellent service over the past
year: Juanita Duncan, now in her 22" year with
SIDRU, Research Assistant; Shuana Niessen,
who has made a wonderful start, her first year as
Project Facilitator; and Dr. Alec Couros, our
newly minted Assistant Director.

I have had the tremendous opportunity to work with
SIDRU in this past year. 2006-07 has shown an
impressive increase of research activity for the unit,
and in my new role as Assistant Director, | have been
able to play an important part in several of the New
and Ongoing Projects. In my short term of
involvement with SIDRU in this role, | have been able
to better understand the important, complex impact of
SIDRU in the Faculty of Education and throughout
the province.

SIDRU’s Digital Internship Project continues to
improve the Information Communication Tech-
nologies (ICT) competencies of faculty members and
students in the Faculty of Education. Through
continued support from Saskatchewan’s Educational
Technology Consortium (ETC), we were able to work
closely with and support 17 preservice teachers who,
we hope, will become leaders in ICT in our schools.
The initiative will continue in 2007. Already, over 30
new preservice teachers are involved in the project.

| am directly involved in two important initiatives with
Good Spirit S. D. No. 204, including a technology
mentorship and a technology integration project. | am
pleased to see the continued, critical emphasis that
school divisions are placing on information and
communication technologies in classroom teaching
and learning. | believe SIDRU demonstrates an
important leadership role in better understanding and
supporting ICT related to pedagogy through the hard
work of our researchers and support staff.

The SIDRU Seminar Series remained popular in
2006-07 and over 20 seminars were hosted in both
Fall and Winter semesters. We had a wide range of
presenters representing the University of Regina,
Saskatchewan Learning, First Nations University of
Canada, and various schools throughout the
province. Topics, to name a few, included social
justice, antiracist education, youth and citizen
engagement, aboriginal education, arts-based
research, open thinking, and preservice teacher
education. Attendance for these seminars increased
over 18% from the previous year, with a total
attendance of approximately 318 guests. Thanks to
the presenters and attendees for this continued
success.

SIDRU continued to fund faculty research through
Educational Research and Professional Development
funds. This year, 8 projects were funded which
helped support over a dozen faculty members on
various research projects. These funds help to
stimulate research within the faculty and assist our
members in better understanding important issues in
our communities.

As afinal note, | would like to thank and acknowledge
key individuals who have continued to ensure
SIDRU'’s success. It is a pleasure working with Dr.
Michael Tymchak, and SIDRU has greatly benefited
from his return to the unit. Additionally, the work of
Juanita Duncan and Shuana Niessen must be noted.
Their hard work and dedication to the unit continues
to amaze me. Both have helped me better
understand the day-to-day operations and the
complex work of SIDRU. Finally, thanks to all of the
faculty members and researchers who have
produced excellent work for SIDRU.

ORGANIZATION AND
STRUCTURE

SIDRU operates on the basis of a constitution which
provides a mission statement and an organizational
structure. The organization is governed by the Charter of
the University of Regina. The Director, appointed annually
by the President upon recommendation of the Dean of
Education, reports to the Dean of Education; to the Dean,
Faculty of Graduate Studies and Research; and to the
Provincial ~ Advisory Board which consists of
representatives from each of the provincial educational
agencies.

RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT
PROJECTS

SIDRU’s mandate intends that this unit serve an important
role - the improvement of instruction in the provincial
educational system. The original mandate suggests that
instructional improvement activities of the unit be directed
toward research related to teaching and its impact on
learning. Functions described within the SIDRU
constitution intend that the unit fulfill this mandate through

the following activities: conducting research and
development activities relevant to instruction within the
Saskatchewan context; consulting with school systems in
areas such as project design and evaluation; disseminating
research findings, methodological approaches, and critical
analyses of research through publications and other
means; facilitating cooperative problem solving and
identifying needs and resources; and providing research
and development training opportunities for graduate
students and others in the field of education.

GENERAL RESEARCH AND
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES

The SIDRU constitution lists several functions that are
intended as a mandate for instructional research and
development  within  Saskatchewan’s educational
community.

During 2006 to 2007 SIDRU continued to provide
consulting services to faculty members, graduate
students, school divisions, and government departments.

SIDRU staff has also responded to requests from
contract researchers for assistance with budget
development, specification of research parameters, and
grant application analysis. We continue to develop high-
quality editing and word processing capabilities.

The SIDRU Seminar Series provided weekly seminars
focusing on research and development issues at all
educational levels during both academic semesters as
follows.
