

Period Review

The purpose of this period review is to first provide you with an opportunity to express your understanding of course concepts and ideology as shared in class experiences since January, 2010 and second to provide me with learning benchmarks for future course of study planning. 

The review concentrates on the application and synthesis of course content as it relates to school curricula and teaching and learning.

Take time to reflect on these (3) questions, and consider how you might answer them on Tuesday, March 2, 2010.
